Worship Practices for Flu Season 
(Excerpts taken and revised from a United Methodist Church article) 
 With the flu season in full swing, churches here and across the nation are 
modifying worship practices to guard against spreading the disease. 
Here are some tips to follow: 

1. If you are well, do not fear germs more than you love Jesus, unless 
your immune system is seriously compromised. 

2. Stay home, if you are sick with something you can easily spread to 
others. Take care of yourself, and get well. Then come to worship 
and thank God for helping you recover. 

3. Common sense says do not cough or sneeze on others if you do 
come to church. Cover your mouth with a tissue and wash your 
hands. Airborne particles (from coughing and sneezing) and skin to 
skin contact are by far the most likely means to transmit flu and 
other infectious agents. 

4. Before going to receive communion, use the hand sanitizer on the 
table near the front door. 

5. Be not afraid! When we gather for worship, we are there to offer 
ourselves in praise, thanksgiving, and joy to our God, in songs, 
prayers, dance, art, music, drama, and with water, Scripture, bread 
and wine. The perfect love of God who meets us here casts out all 
fear.
